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A RESOLUTION to urge Louisiana Tech University to repave and restripe the
IDEA Place building parking lot.

1) WHEREAS, the Louisiana Tech Student Government Association, hereafter
referred to as the SGA, is the governing body of Louisiana Tech University;

2) WHEREAS, according to 1.03.A.C. of the Constitution of the SGA of Louisiana
Tech University, which is included in the list of purposes of the SGA reads, “To
establish and execute such programs and projects beneficial to the students.”;

3) WHEREAS, Students of Louisiana Tech, especially commuters, park in the
IDEA Place parking lot daily;



4) WHEREAS, Students who utilize this parking lot struggle to park due to unclear
markings of specific spots, and large potholes that can be damaging to vehicles;

5) WHEREAS, The Louisiana Tech University administration has made some
parking lot pothole repairs in the last year, but this specific area has been
neglected;

6) WHEREAS, Individuals walking or driving through this parking lot could face
potential harm or damage to their person or their vehicle due to the size and depth
of the potholes;

7) WHEREAS, The lack of visible parking space lines makes parking in the
correct spot a challenge for many commuting students;

8) THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the SGA Senate that the Student Body would
like to express our support of the repair of the potholes and repainting of the
parking lines in the IDEA Place Parking Lot.

9) Be It Further Resolved That, A suitable copy of this resolution be transmitted to
Dr. Guice, University Vice Presidents, the Maintenance Department, and any other
university personnel deemed suitable to fix this issue.
